The KAREN JEPPE ARMENIAN NATIONAL COL-
LEGE was founded in 1947 in Aleppo - one of the prin-
cipal and historic cities of Syria - and has since then
wide opened its doors to all girls and boys of the com-
munity, inviting our new generation to receive a sound
education under the devoted care and protection of our
community leaders and religious authorities.

For 30 years the Armenian community in Syria
(numbering about 100,000 members) could not have a
secondary educational institution, because, as survivals of
gruesome Turkish massacres, they arrived in this coun-
try and received the hospitality of the gallant Syrian
people, deprived of all economic and financial resources.
For years to come, therefore, these unhappy compatriots
of ours had to struggle hard to secure their daily bread
first, and, with an undaunted will common to our peo-
ple,they succeeded in founding their cottage-towns wherein
they settled and opened their first primary schools to
educate their children in our mother tongue. The nume-
rous present-day primary schools where in the survivals
of the Syrian desert received and are continuing to re-
ceive their elementary education, is the result of a quar-
ter of a century’s hard work and sacrifice.

Needless to say, of course, that the vital importance
attached to endowing the community with a secondary
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educational institution was never overlooked by our com.
munity leaders and religious heads. It was only in 1947
however, that, headed by their young and ardent Be]i_-
gious Head, Rev. Bishop Zareh, they undertook the es-
tablishment of an ARMENIAN COLLEGE, their only ca-
pital being the unsatisfied thirst of the .Armenian people
for education, and, as a stepping-stone, the vast grounds
donated by the successors of that noble Danish woman

* and sincere friend of the Armenians - the late Miss KA-

REN JEPPE.
- WHO WAS MISS KAREN JEPPE ‘?

KAREN JEPPE is not an. unknown name to the Ar-
menians. Especially the. Armenians of -Aleppo have known

“this benign friend of our people in their darkest days,
‘when ‘they were rushing into this country, after. having

lost their déarest ones - their . husbands and children,
their houses and properties...

This great Danish benefactor enjoyed the love and
the respect of the Armenian people, before the unprece-
dented massacres of 1914 -1918, when she took charge of
the Lepsius Orphanage in Ourfa in 1913. Miss Karen

Jeppe was in her late twenties only- when she ‘decided

to devote herself to the care and consolation of destitude
Armenians, after having voluntarily abandoned her rieh

‘parental home and comfort. In the unhappy days of Our-

fa, Miss Jeppe devoted herself to the task of consoling
the poor, sick and at times famine stricken Armemanq
in an unselfish and sisterly manner.

After the First World War, in her capacity as Rep-
resentative of the League of Nations in Aleppo, her first
task was to organize the work of identifying and collec-
ting the survivals of indescribable Turkish atrocities, mi-
aculonsl\ saved and scattered all over the Syrian desert.
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She brought together nearly two thousand young orphans
and widows thus redeemed, and, from 1922 -1927 devo-
ted herself to their physical care and consolation.’ 1800
Armenians owe their lives and recognition of their na-
tional identity to Miss Karen Jeppe. Immediately after-
wards she established three workshops - one for women
to train them in needlecraft, a tannery and a car-
pentry shop = for boys, with a view of preparing them
for gradual self-support.

In 1927 she purchased a vast strip of land in the
Meydan quarter of Aleppo, whereon she had erected the
so called Widows’ Quarters, provided with all possible
hygienic conveniences and capable of sheltering 200 old
and destitude widows.

She thus carried on her admirable benevolent work
of serving the Armenian people - whose afflictions and
grieves she shared until her much regretted death in
1935. In accordance with her last wish, she now lies in
the Armenian cemetery of Aleppo where, each year,
thousands of Armenians attend the réguiem service or-
ganized by our national and religious leaders.

10,000 SQUARE METERS OF LAND.
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In 1947 our Religious Head, Rev. Bishop Zareh.
proposed to the Danish successors of Miss Jeppe to es”
tablish an Armenian national college on the grounds
used as Widows' Quarters, bearing the name of KAREN
JEPPE. This proposal was received with great enthus-
iasm, as it was realized that it would be the best means
of perpetuating the ever beloved name of that great
friend of the Armenians. 10,000 sq. meters of land was
thus legated to our national authorities to be transformed
into a center of education where boys and girls of our
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ARMENIAN NATIONAL COLLEGE WP e

new generation, . after finishing their primary schools,
could come and receive college education.

STEP BY STEP

When the KAREN JEPPE ARMENIAN NATIONAL
COLLEGE was first founded in 1947, our community
leaders did not possess the necessary financial means of
carrying out the required constructional works. To be-
gin with, one of the Widows’ Quarters was transformed
into a class-room after having effected on it the most
essential alteration, and the College was declared open
with one class-room and with 22 boys and girls, but in
an atmosphere of enthusiasm and devotion.

Our national authorities and the Administrative
Council of the College placed their full confidence on the
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Armenian people whose unquenching thirst for national
education has passed from generation to generation. They
were convinced that the initiative - they had displayed
would be a strong appeal to the reason and conscience
of all Armenians in the Middle East, Europe and Ame-
rica. [t was a fact that the Armenian community of Sy-
_ria had now its secondary ARMENIAN educational ins-
titution, destined to become a centre of national learning,

The ensuing four years confirmed that condidence
was well founded. Year after vear the students - and as a
consequence the building - of the College increased in
number and, today, the Armenian community of Aleppo
has a college which, although devoid of external beatty
l and embellishment, has, nevertheless, six presentable airy
class-rooms, a laboratory for experiments in physics and

chemistry, a library, a small lecture-room-hall, Dean's of-
fice and teachers room, a vast play-ground suitable for
physical training and a faculty of teachers who, conscious
of their calling, are carrying out their national duties
with great zeal and admirable devotioa.

The FIRST FORM of the College had 31 students
(15 girls and 16 boys) during the scholastic year of 1950
—1951, as compared with that of 22 in 1947.

The SECOND FORM has today 10 girls and 11 boys.

The THIRD FORM has 11 students in all — 2 girls
and 9 boys.

The FOURTH FORM has 19 students — 9 girls
and 10 boys.

Especially when
such’ a college is established in a big Armenian colony
like Syria, it should, without . reservation, become: the
subject of profound interest and careof all Armenians in
the diaspora.

Almost every day our press is echoing the sad news

of the loss of our old generation leaders and is alluding
to the nonexistance of new ones. Alarm-bells are being

ARMENIAN secondary . educational institutions - in parti-
cular the KAREN JEPPE COLLEGE - are destined to
instill into the minds of our boys ‘and girls a self-con-
sciousness to take a pride in their nation, and, what is
more important, to drive them to voluntary participation
in national duties and social activities. o
Among the many Armenian communities, Syria is
that prineipal centre which most needs teachers, intel-

lectual Jeaders and social workers who will be recruited:

to fight for the preservation of our national identity and
racial values. After graduating from Armenian colleges,
it is essential that our young boys and girls volunteer to
devote their knowledge and strength of mind to the edu-
cation of their fellow compatriots in different parts of the
country where they are most needed. Broadly speaking,
Syria is called upon to contribute on a large scale in
this respect even to our distant compatriots, who, for
reasons beyond their control, are more subject to assi-
milation and lack effications means of fighting it.

To assist the Armenian community of Aleppo in
their-endeavours for higher national education, therefore,
means to contribute to the solution of a burning  prob-
lem common to every clear thinking Armenian.

- SOME ADJACENT BUILDINGS OF THE COLLEGE

In the course of the past four years the Adminis-
trative Council of the College, in co-operation with our
national authorities, have spent a total of 81,160 Syrian
pounds for essential constructions in the College. As
mentioned at the beginning of this pamphlet, the College
was established on the grounds used as Widows’ Quar-
ters, after having effected on them the most essential
internal and external alterations and made them adap-
table for school use.

Besides the six class-rooms, the College has its lec-
ture-room-hall, where, every Friday, instructive lectures
are being delivered to the students on outstanding na-
tional dates or on scientitic, historic, moral and sociolo-
gical subjects. Itis in this lecture-room-hall too that take
place College’s social gatherings and entertainments.

In view of the fact that a library forms an essential
part of a college’s educational curriculum, the Adminis-
trative Council of the College has taken the initiative of
establishing a library which has to-day over a thousand
volumes of Armenian, French and English books, in ad-
dition to many newspapers and periodicles. The Admi-
nistrative Council of the College take this opportunity to
express their deepest gratitude to all those local and A-
merican organizations and individuals who have contri-
buted to the enrichment of our library by their presents
of valuable books and precious collections of periodicles.

The College has also its laboratory for experiments
in physics and chemistry which, however. still lacks many
tools and instruments to be able to satisfy the most fun-
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damental needs of a modern school laboratory.

We have the pleasure in recording here with spe-
cial gratitude, the warm interest displayed by Mr. & Mrs.
Mardigian in our College, when they visited it during
their recent tour of the world. As a personal gift to the
school, Mrs. Mardigian has promised to equip our labo-
ratory with some indispensable tools and instruments.

THE CURRICULUM OF THE COLLEGE .

The College follows a curriculum based on the
local secondary schools and proposes to prepare stu-
dents for first degree baccalaureate examinations. The
classification of arts and Sciences Branches, however,
has been made in such a way as to provide the students
with ample opportunity to exercise their option for cour-
ses conforming with their prepossessions and aptitudes.

- As a typical Armenian national institution which,
before anything else, is called upon to educate our new
generation in a high national spirit, the responsible an-
thorities of the College have devised and cultivated a
special curriculum, whereby, in conjunction with a pro-
found knowledge in philosophy, psychology and pedagogy,
they may also specialize in the Armenian language, lite-
rature, history and geography or, alternatively, they may
follow the Arts and Sciences Branches of the curriculum
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which will enable them to continue their studies in uni-
versities, in various specialized branches.

The extent of toil and sacrifice needed for the rea-
lization of these propositions can, undoubtedly, be appre-
ciated. The Administrative Council of the College is plea-
sed to mention here with special pride, the annual re-
markable progress and success registered by our students
in either of the above mentioned branches.

THE COLLEGE .FACULTY

During the past scholastic year, the College had 13
male and female teachers and a General Superintendent.
Seven of the 13 teachers had all-day duties and the other
six only part-time duties.
